
Digital Data Standards 

The village/township of _____________________________________ requires that contractors and developers submit digital versions of the construction documents.   It is the goal of this village/township to leverage the use of CAD drawings to create, maintain, and refine existing GIS data.   Capturing this data will enable the village/township of ____________________________________ to have reference material to support sound decision making and improve the foundation of the local Geographic Information System. 

Submissions must be on read-only CDs or DVDs. Disks should be permanently marked with Project Title, Submission Date, and the name, address and phone number of the submitting party.  A ReadMe.txt file must be included on each CD or DVD that is submitted indexing the contents of the disk. 

Digital construction documents are to be tied to the Illinois State Plane Coordinate System as defined by the North American Datum of 1983 (NAD83), and mean sea level as defined by the North American Vertical Datum of 1988 (NAVD88).   At least two control points must be clearly identified within the drawing. 

Acceptable Geospatial Data Formats 

DXF: Drawing eXchange Format, popular with most CAD software

DWG: Native AutoCAD file format

SHAPE: Popular ESRI geographic file format

E00: ESRI export file format

DGN: Intergraph graphics file format 

The Village/Township also requires that other final deliverable products, such as inventories/databases, aerial imagery, or prepared documentation be submitted using the following file formats: .img, .tif, .sid, .dbf, .xls/.xlsx, .mdb/.accdb, .csv, .txt, .doc/.docx, .txt
